Declarations of Interests
There were no declarations.
Minutes of the meeting of 14th February 2011
The minutes, as approved at November Council, were tabled.

Matters arising from the minutes of 14th February 2011
· It was noted that Punch Taverns had refused the approach by LPC to construct a facility on land to the rear of The Spread eagle.

· The Clerk read responses from Sgt S Tripp of Hants Constabulary, commenting on policing the various sites in Liss. It was agreed that when a preferred site was identified then the opinion of the Liss beat officer would be asked.

Cllr Linsley added that the opinion of the football clubs using West Liss recreation ground should also be requested.

· The Clerk read out a response from EHDC to the request for an opinion on the proximity to trees at the suggested West Liss recreation ground site. Due to long term sick leave of staff no opinion had been given. It was agreed to repeat the request now that EHDC staff had returned to work. It was also agreed to obtain an estimate for the arboricultural implications assessment that EHDC recommended.
Action: Clerk
· The Clerk read a response from EHDC refusing permission to run off rainwater drainage from the skatebowl onto EHDC land adjoining West Liss recreation ground. EHDC expressed concerns over possible contamination of an environmentally sensitive site.

Alternative Sites

It was recorded that no further site suggestions had been received from any members of the public.

The Chairman said that a suggested site at Princes Bridge allotments had been investigated but found to be unacceptable because of drainage issues, too many substantial trees on the site & road safety issues for users.

Actions required:
The following items were discussed as matters required in order that a report to Council could be compiled:

· Soil Test. After discussion it was agreed that contractors be instructed to carry out soil tests on the new suggested site on West Liss recreation ground.

· Public Consultation. It was agreed that no further special consultation meetings were required; however, a display of any intended site would be added to the Village Plan exhibition that was to be held in June.

· Tendering. It was agreed that when & if Council agreed to proceed with the project then a full tender process would be entered into. There was some discussion on how an exact specification would be obtained. It was suggested that PTC be consulted on this matter.

Any Other Business

Cllr Budden raised the matter of anti-social behaviour at the Petersfield site. It was generally felt that this was the action of people with a grievance against the facility.

Cllr Budden said that the litter problem at the Petersfield site was proving an expensive additional cost & Members agreed that note be taken of this possible ongoing cost.
